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Sangamon County Recorder’s Office Begins Paperless Recording

August 18, 2009 SPRINGFIELD, IL – It may have looked like any other mortgage received by the Sangamon County Recorder’s office, but document 2010R26615 was unique. It was the first document to be electronically recorded. Electronic recording also known as eRecording is the process of submitting, receiving and processing documents for recording via Internet service that have traditionally been sent to the Recorder’s office by mail or by courier service. Electronic recording saves significant time and labor in the recording process, both on the part of the customer submitting the document and in the Recorder’s office.
 “Electronic recording opens the door to fast and immediate service for our customers” Sangamon County Recorder Josh Langfelder said. “This innovative technology simplifies and accelerates all aspects of the recording process while saving time and money.”

The potential time commitment involved in manually recording documents grows if the transaction is done by mail, which is the case for many large mortgage and out-of-town law firms, title companies and others. Errors and omissions can result in delays of days or longer in recording. eRecording takes the process of recording a document and returning it to the customer from a few days to just minutes. “Electronic recording will not only reduce processing time but will also reduce costs which will benefit the office as well as all of its users.” Langfelder said.

Bank of Springfield was the first to eRecord a document with the Recorder’s office. Sue Miskell, Vice President of Bank of Springfield states “Bank of Springfield is excited to be the first customer to e-file our mortgages, subordinations and releases with the Sangamon County Recorder of Deeds. The Sangamon County Recorder’s office has been a superb leader in implementing new technology to benefit consumers of the office. We are always looking for new advancements in technology to pass on to our customers and we saw this as a step in that direction. The system provides an instant recording opportunity, which insures we are recording our documents in the most-timely manner possible.”

From August 10th thru August 16th, the Sangamon County Recorder’s office recorded 1,309 documents of which 198 documents were filed electronically which equates to 15.1% of the total recordings filed. 

“We are continually looking for ways to improve the quality of our services and believe that eRecording enables us to more efficiently record documents” Langfelder said. “Looking at the percentage of documents filed electronically in the first week, it is my belief that the percentage of eRecordings will continue to grow.”
